Foreword

Itis not at all by chance that the first monograph published
by the Kaliningrad Amber Museum is dedicated to the his-
tory of the largest in the world enterprise for treatment of the
“sun stone”. In fact the very establishment and development
of the Museum are closely connected with the Kaliningrad
Amber Factory that celebrated its 60th anniversary in 2007.
When in the 1970s a decision was made about the opening of
our Museum, it was first of all taken into consideration that
amber is one of the main wealth and a certain symbol of our
region. And for almost fifty years the Factory remained the
only enterprise for mining and treatment of the Baltic gem.

The history of cooperation of our Museum and the Factory
numbers several decades. It was long before the Museum’s
establishment that the development of the amber collection
had been started within the existing in those days united Re-
gional Museum of History and Art. Our links increased sig-
nificantly during the elaboration of the exposition of the Am-
ber Museum in the late 1970s and continued to strengthen in
the following years. Due to this cooperation there was estab-
lished the best in Russia natural-science collection of amber
represented by unique large pieces, by a collection of natural
forms, by the color range of amber, by its varieties accord-
ing to the degree of transparency, as well as by the collection
of inclusions with vegetative and animal inclusions that is of
great scientific value.

The Museum did not only receive raw amber and amber
articles for its needs from the Factory, but the Museum itself
described the amber production. There are traditionally sev-
eral halls in the Museum exposition dedicated to the history
of the Factory and its present state. They tell about all the
stages of amber mining and treatment. The Museum shows
large spectacular works made by the Factory masters in the
spirit of socialist monumentalism in the middle of the 20th
